Local Government Participants

Memorandum of Understanding
The Lookout Mountain Judicial Circuit Drug Task Force, a collaborative law enforcement effort operating by and through the consent of the local governments listed below, 

AND

The City of LaFayette,

Catoosa County Board of Commissioners,

Dade County Board of Commissioners, and

Walker County Board of Commissioners

 (hereinafter, “Partners” or named individually),

enter into this Memorandum of Understanding.

WHEREAS, LMJC DTF, and Partners all seek to ensure that their communities are safe and drug free;

WHEREAS, LMJC DTF, and Partners all agree that a collaborative effort is key to curbing drug use and trafficking in the Judicial Circuit; and,
WHEREAS, LMJC DTF, and Partners are committed to meaningful collaboration for criminal justice system improvement, they enter into this agreement.

This Memorandum of Understanding shall be effective as of the effective date of Byrne-JAG funding in 20XX and shall be active through the end of the grant period.  The parties shall re-examine the extent of this memorandum and the roles of project partners at the grant period end and make adjustments as necessary.  
A. AGENTS DETACHED TO TASK FORCE
Each local government shall detach personnel to the Lookout Mountain Judicial Circuit Drug Task Force (LMJC DTF) as follows:

· City of LaFayette – one (1) police officer

· Catoosa County – two (2) sheriff’s deputies

· Dade County – one (1) sheriff’s deputy

· Walker County – two (2) sheriff’s deputies and one (1) administrative assistant
B. FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS AND USE OF BYRNE JAG GRANT FUNDS
Each local government agrees to the following with regard to expenses associated with personnel detached to the LMJC DTF:
1. The government of the City of LaFayette will serve as the applicant and recipient of Byrne-JAG funding on behalf of the participating local units of government. 
2. As the recipient of Byrne-JAG funding, the government of the City of LaFayette will establish and maintain an adequate accounting system and financial records, and accurately account for grant funds. An adequate accounting system must be able to accommodate a fund and account structure to separately track receipts, expenditures, assets, and liabilities for each award. 
3. Each participating unit of local government will fund the up-front costs of the detached personnel listed in subsection A above. 

4. Each participating local unit of government will, on a quarterly basis, invoice the City of LaFayette for reimbursement of the personnel costs paid for by the local unit of government. 

5. Said invoice shall be sent to the City of LaFayette no later than three (3) business days following the end of each calendar quarter, and shall be accompanied by all supporting documentation including but not limited to payroll system reports, invoices, etc.
6. The City of LaFayette, on behalf of the LMJC DTF, will submit for and accept quarterly reimbursements of the personnel costs paid for by the participating local units of government.  

7. The City of LaFayette will receive and deposit the quarterly reimbursements referred to in B(5) into the City of LaFayette checking account.

8. Said funds will be paid by the City of LaFayette to each participating local unit of government to reimburse personnel costs invoiced as per B(3) within ten (10) business days of receipt of quarterly reimbursement.
